HON. THACH SETHA, PROTEST LEADER, FORMALLY FILED A COMPLAINT ON DEATH
THREAT WITH INTERIOR MINISTRY

monks, media, compatriots and the public that Hon. Thach Setha, KKC president and former Senator,
today has filed a formal complaint with the Ministry of Interior on death threat he received on October 6,
2014 from an anonymous person, who said to be working in the Embassy of Vietnam, to stop leading the
demonstration to protect Khmer history against Vietnam for fabricating, falsifying Khmer history. If Mr.
Thach Setha continued to lead the protest, he would be killed in a grenade attack as there are many
Vietnamese soldiers in Cambodia.

Mr. Thach Setha requests Mol to take effective legal measure against the assailant to prevent any threats
against him and other citizens from taking place again.
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
